While Dick Moore has worked tirelessly over the course of the 2009-2010 session,
throughout his public service as a State Representative and as a member of the Senate, he
has led the way to achieving real results on major efforts that have helped make Hopedale a
beautiful place to live and work.

o He fought to include $3.5 million to improve the timing and coordination of traffic signals
along Route 16 on the Transportation Infrastructure Project (TIP) list.

o He secured Student Awareness of Fire Education (S.A.F.E) grants to connect K-12
students with the Hopedale Fire Department to learn lessons for fire prevention and other
safety tips.

o He secured funding for much needed technology upgrades in the Hopedale Police
Department amounting to nearly $20,000.
