Fernandes for the completion of the Mill Street Bridge 

improvements after many months of extended construction time, redrafts of designs, and 

environmental delays which connects Hopedale with Mendon. 

 

He secured Student Awareness of Fire Education (S.A.F.E.) grants to connect K-12 

students with the Mendon Fire Department to learn lessons for fire prevention and other 

safety tips. 

 

He fought to protect regional school transportation reimbursements and other accounts 

outside of direct local aid when he voted against granting Governor Patrick authority to 

make budget cuts. 

 

He called for the allocation of $567,217  in Education Jobs Fund monies through the 

Chapter 70 formula to ensure children in Mendon have adequate class sizes and qualified 

teachers.  

 

While Dick Moore has worked tirelessly over the course of the 2009-2010 session, 

throughout his public service as a State Representative and as a member of the Senate, he 

has led the way to achieving real results on major efforts that have helped make Mendon a 

beautiful place to live and work.
