He fought for and secured $610,000 in state tax credits and $1,550,000 in Department 

of Housing and Community Development program subsidies for the Linwood Mill 

complex, producing 75 housing units. 

 

He has been a constant champion for the preservation of our historic mills, especially the 

Whitin Mill, now home to Alternative Unlimited, Inc., including a recent $160,000 grant  

for ValleyCAST, which has served as a wonderful local and regional resource for families 

and residents. 

 

He landed $9.9 million for the resurfacing of Route 146 from Uxbridge to Northbridge, a 

highway that he has long fought to make safer and more accessible. 

 

He secured $116,015 of emergency funding from the state to reimburse the Housing 

Authority for the replacement of gas lines at their 667-1 Lake Terrace development. 

 

He called for the allocation of $624,513 in Education Jobs Fund monies through the 

Chapter 70 formula to ensure children in Northbridge have adequate class sizes and 

qualified teachers.  

 

While Dick Moore has worked tirelessly over the course of the 2009-2010 session, 

throughout his public service as a State Representative and as a member of the Senate, he 

has led the way to achieving real results on major efforts that have helped make Northbridge 

a beautiful place to live and work.

He secured $674,960 in Community Development Block Grant funding for the use of 

roadway and sidewalk construction, as well as drainage improvements. 

 

He worked with local citizen groups and fellow elected officials to save Northbridge from 

the proposed mega-dump on the Webster town boundary. 

 

He worked with Northbridge residents to question a proposal to site a commercial 

treatment facility for infectious medical waste and filed legislation to reform the way the 

state regulates this dangerous byproduct of our health care system.
