o He landed a grant for $32,667.92 through the Department of Housing and Community
Development for the Oxford Housing Authority, allowing them to purchase equipment in
an effort to enhance local drinking water and conservation efforts.

e He has consistently secured grant funding for local cultural councils and for the S.A.F.E.
Program which connects K-12 students with the Oxford Fire Department. These grants
promote important public safety tips and recognize Oxford’s rich cultural heritage.
