He worked with local leaders to bring a satellite campus of Quinsigamond Community 

College to Southbridge, and recently landed funding to bring Westfield State College 

programs to the same facility. 

 

He battled state officials with the local delegation to return the Registry of Motor Vehicles 

office to where it belongs, in downtown Southbridge.  He and Rep. Alicea were persistent 

in their efforts to get the attention of transportation officials and Governor Patrick, and, 

along with local officials were successful in the endeavors to return the agency.

He secured $25,000 in funding for a K-12 literacy grant that supports professional 

development partnerships to increase the number of proficient readers in high need 

districts. 

 

He managed to land a full reimbursement from the state to Southbridge of the $737,000 

spent to acquire the armory. 

 

He has championed not only the acquisition of the former Providence & Worcester 

railroad, but has recently broken ground on the future Quinebaug Valley Rail Trail, a 

recreational trail sprawling through Southbridge, Dudley, and Webster. 

 

Whether approaching issues affecting Southbridge or the Commonwealth, when Dick Moore 

makes a decision, he does so in a thoughtful and pragmatic way.

He voted against all major tax increases, including the proposed raises to the sales, 

income, and alcohol tax, and instead supported alternative means of boosting revenue 

through the two-day sales tax holiday.
